Six of our Catechumens and Candidates along with their godparents, sponsors, and catechists celebrated the Rite of Election last Sunday at Holy Name Cathedral.  Cardinal George presided over the Rite.  The Cathedral was packed.  One of our Catechumens told me that the experience was powerful and it was encouraging and inspiring to see so many Catechumens and Candidates from different parishes gathered in the Cathedral. 
 
This and the next two Sundays, we will celebrate the rites of scrutiny for them.  After their Godparents and sponsors offered favorable testimonies about their readiness at the Rite of Election, the Church continues to help them to access their spiritual lives through three Scrutiny rites on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent.  “The scrutinies are celebrated in order to deliver the elect from the power of sin and Satan, to protect them against temptation, and to give them strength in Christ (RCIA 141).”  This rite is not meant to make them feel guilty about themselves, but to help them to see our human conditions more clearly and to remind them of the overwhelming grace of God in Christ.  The purpose of each of the scrutinies is “to uncover, then heal all that is weak, defective, or sinful in the hearts of the elect” and “to bring out, then strengthen all that is upright, strong and good (RCIA 141).” 
 
Realizing one’s weakness and strengthening one’s goodness, isn’t this what we all are called to do especially during this season of Lent?  Through our Lenten disciplines, the Church hopes all Christians would know better about our human conditions and come to experience God’s healing power and life in Christ.  This is precisely why we are companions with our elect and candidates.  We are not speculators.  We are on the same journey, a journey that leads us closer to God.  Our prayers for them assure them of our support and care.  Their presence reminds us that we too are in need of uncovering our sinfulness and increasing our faith.

Many times in a family as we are teaching our children, we have to correct their behavior.  We try to teach them the correct way to act.  We try to impart the good reasons why they should change their behavior.  We give them examples of what should be done.  We may even punish them if they do not correct their behavior.  This is part of being a parent.
 
This is the season to look at our own behaviors and motivations   We cannot be like the people in today’s gospel who are looking at others to justify their behavior.  It is easy to look at others and judge them. Jesus calls us to be different.
 
Jesus says, ”if you do not repent, you will all perish as they did.” When we received ashes on Ash Wednesday we were called to repent.  Repentance is not merely “feeling badly” about some way of acting or judging or thinking.  At the center of the idea of repentance is change.  We must think and act differently.  We must be better.  We are called to bear good fruit.  Like the gardener in the parable of the fig tree, we must dig up what is not good in our lives.  We must nourish and build up those thoughts and actions as well as good motivations that we already have.  Just as the fig tree or any other plant, reaches to the sunlight as it grows, so are we called to reach out and be open to the light of God’s grace and mercy. Church Stained Glass Window Repair Appeal
     Due to old age, our church window frames and parts of the damaged stained glass are in great need of care and repairs.  These stained glass windows add much beauty to our church and are part of the precious history of this parish, as donated by parishioners of decades ago. 
     To prevent further deterioration, we have engaged a firm to repair all 20 of these stained glass windows to bring them back to good form.  The average repair cost is around $1,900 per window.    ***UPDATE:
 The entire exterior work for our church window repair and broken stained glasses have completed.  Unfortunately, this is not the end of the project.  As with fixing up any old windows, there is a higher chance of surprise.  It’s now been confirmed that we need to replace a few of the moon-shaped top window frames on the inside.  With the additional work on the inside window frames, our estimated total cost of this project is now $55,000.  We hope to complete the next phase of this work as soon as possible.
