10 Ways to “Deepen our Faith in Christ”
The last VIRTUS (A Program for Protecting God’s Children) online article is about the Year of Faith.  Reading it offered me some concrete ways to practice my faith.  The author of the article, Paul Ashton, citing Bishop David Ricken of Green Bay, Wisconsin, chairman of the Committee on Evangelization and Catechesis of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, lists “10 Ways Catholics Can Live the Year of Faith.”  I quoted them below and hope they can enlighten your faith especially during this Lent and Year of Faith.
 
     1.  Participate in Mass. The Year of Faith is meant to promote the personal encounter with Jesus.
     2.  Go to Confession. Like going to Mass, Catholics find strength and grow deeper in their faith through       	participation in the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation. 
     3.  Learn about the lives of the saints. The saints are timeless examples of how to live a Christian life, and they 	provide endless hope.
     4.  Read the Bible daily.  Scripture offers first-hand access to the Word of God and tells the story of human 	salvation. 
     5.  Read the documents of Vatican II.  The Second Vatican Council (1962-65) ushered in a great renewal of 	the Church
     6.  Study the Catechism. Published exactly 30 years after the start of the Council, the Catechism of Catholic            	Church covers the beliefs, moral teachings, prayer & sacraments of the Catholic Church in one volume. 
     7.  Volunteer in the parish.  The Year of Faith can’t be only about study and reflection.  The solid grounding of 	the Scriptures, the Council, and the Catechism must translate into action. 
     8.  Help those in need.  The Vatican urges Catholics to donate to charity and volunteer to help the poor during 	the Year of Faith. 
     9.  Invite a friend to Mass.  A personal invitation can make all the difference to someone who has drifted from 	the faith or feels alienated from the Church. 
    10.  Incorporate the Beatitudes into daily life.  The Beatitudes (Matthew 5:3-12) provide a rich blueprint for    	Christian living.
 
       Maybe some of the listed things above you are already doing.  Maybe you can choose one or two more to give a try.  Maybe you can find time to try all of them and more. Bishop Ricken’s full article is available online: http://www.usccb.org/news/2012/12-150.cfm

Whenever we pick up a newspaper or listen to the news on TV, we learn of many evil things which are happening daily in our world.  People are violent, money is stolen, politicians are accused of lying.  Trafficking and prostitution are ignored.  Some parents beat and kill their children.  Gang territory can determine which public school we close.  Drugs are openly sold on our street corners.  Sinners seem to be everywhere.  When we see people like this our instinct and goal are to avoid these people and situations.  We put time, money and energy into avoidance and change.  Many times all our efforts are to no avail. Church Stained Glass Window Repair Appeal
(Before)		        (After)                              Due to old age, our church window frames and parts of the damaged stained glass are in great need of care and repairs.  These stained glass windows add much beauty to our church and are part of the precious history of this parish, as donated by parishioners of decades ago. 
     To prevent further deterioration, we have engaged a firm to repair all 20 of these stained glass windows to bring them back to good form.  The average repair cost is around $1,900 per window.    ***UPDATE:
 The entire exterior work for our church window repair and broken stained glasses have completed.  Unfortunately, this is not the end of the project.  As with fixing up any old windows, there is a higher chance of surprise.  It’s now been confirmed that we need to replace a few of the moon-shaped top window frames on the inside.  With the additional work on the inside window frames, our estimated total cost of this project is now $55,000.  We hope to complete the next phase of this work as soon as possible.
