‘ONE WEEK’
“What are you doing this week?”  You might reply, “I am doing the usual.  Same old, same old.”  Yet if you are a Catholic Christian, this week is unlike any other week.  This is the holiest week of the year.  This IS Holy Week. In these seven days is contained the culmination of Jesus’ life.  In this week we remember and enter into some of the most profound mysteries of our faith.  
     Today we re-live Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem and we too wave palm branches and walk in procession.  We too proclaim Jesus Messiah, the one who is to come, the King of Israel promised to the Jews long ago. Early in the week, the daily Mass readings tell of Judas’ betrayal of Jesus for 30 pieces of silver.
     Thursday, Holy Thursday, we remember Jesus’ gift of the Holy Eucharist, Holy Communion, as we celebrate and relive the Last Supper. Jesus gives us the priesthood.  We celebrate our call to service as we wash each other’s feel. It is an amazing night of receiving amazing gifts. Thursday evening, the agony in the garden, the arrest, and trial of Jesus occur.  We walk with our Suffering Lord.  Friday, we hear the story of His being whipped, beaten and crowned with thorns.  We are told of His being judged, carrying a cross to the place of His hanging on the cross until He dies.  We stand near Mary as she cradles His lifeless body; and we go to the tomb as He is buried.  We see the rolled stone and, in deep pain and distress, we leave. As we leave Church, everything is taken away.  The tabernacle is empty.  Only the cross remains.  
     Saturday, we celebrate Easter beginning with the Easter Vigil celebration.  We tell Salvation History, we bless the new fire, the new Easter candle and new baptismal water. We give new life to all our catechumens.  After singing our special song  praising the new light, we again sing Alleluia, we pour out the Holy Spirit upon our candidates:  WE BELIEVE JESUS IS ALIVE AND WILL NEVER DIE AGAIN.  Sunday, we are filled with Easter Joy! Jesus‘ resurrection tells us we will also rise and live forever!
     Pope Francis I is celebrating these mysteries as Pope for the first time.  Catholics around the world, from China, to Africa, from Canada to the tip of South America, will be reliving these sacred mysteries.  Here at St. Therese we will be remembering, re-enacting, and reliving the passion, death and resurrection of Jesus.   What did you say you would be doing this week?   COME, JOIN US.
